

Elizabethtown Fire District
Minutes
November 11, 2009

Commissions Present:  Jim Phillips, Paul Hooper, Steve Denton, Sr.,  and Lee (Bucky Hathaway) and Al Kurtz.

Others Present:  Chief Ed Martin, Ken Fenimore, Bill Wright, Steve Sawn for TD Insurance Company and Secretary Linda Wolf.

Chairman Jim Phillips called the Regular Board Meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Minutes

A motion was made by Mr. Hathaway; seconded by Mr. Kurtz. 
Voted and Carried.
All in Favor.

Treasurer’s Report

The report was reviewed and filed for audit.  

Communication

Steve Sawn was present and he reviewed the liability insurance.  He mentioned that there will not be an increase in the liability.  

There was a discussion about insuring the Garage and what the value is.  Chief Ed Martin mentioned that it cost about $20,000 so far with $7,000 in equipment in storage.

There was also a discussion about the Worker’s Compensation rates going up 6.7% or 6.9% instead of 23%.   The County Board approved a resolution authorizing the Fire Districts to purchase the worker’s compensation through the County’s policy under PERMA to enable the Fire District’s to buy it at a cheaper rate.  The cost has not been arrived at yet.

Mr. Sawn mentioned that the OSHA requirements for physicals for the firemen should be done once per year for members over forty and only every three years for members over thirty.

The Maintenance Position  Bid was opened and read aloud.  We received one bid in the amount of $4,500 from Robert Phinney.  Mr. Hathaway mentioned that he feels bad that it came to this.  He feels that Steve Denton did an excellent job and feels pushed into doing this. 
A motion was made by Mr. Hathaway to accept the bid; seconded by Mr. Kurtz.  Voted all in favor and Carried.

Annual Election to be held on Tuesday, December 8 from 6:00 to 9:00 PM at the Town Hall.  Lee Hathaway is running for a four year term and Steve Denton for a five year term.

Secretary Linda Wolf would like to change the meeting from December 14th to December 7th since she will be out of town.  Everyone agree. Linda will put the notice in the paper.

Old Business

We haven’t heard anything from Ryan Hathaway in regards to the Solar Power Rebate Program.

Ryan Hathaway has not fixed the light yet.

Chief Ed Martin received the batteries and the Tac Stick Wand.

Secretary Linda Wolf  brought in the contract for the fire extinguisher maintenance from the County.  The contractor is Fire Protec.  They charge $3.25 per extinguisher.  Mr. Hooper made a motion; seconded by Mr. Hathaway to hire them to inspect the Fire Extinguishers. 
Voted All in Favor and Carried.  

Mr. Denton made a motion; seconded by Mr. Kurtz to approve the budget in the amount of  $111,912.  
Voted All in Favor and Carried.

Secretary Linda Wolf mentioned that the Frank from Wells Communication was here to look at the Base Station for the radios.  He said that it looks like there is a problem with the amplifier.  The system is obsolete and it will cost $95 per hour to determine what is wrong and it may be something that they can’t get the parts for.  He said that we can buy a new base station in the amount of $626 on state contract.  It would be about $200 to install it.  A motion was made by Mr. Hooper; seconded by Mr. Hathaway to replace the existing unit.

New Business

Chairman James Phillips mentioned that all firemen should have a fire extinguisher in their vehicle because a fireman was able to easily extinguish a fire caused by a lawn mower accident since he had it in his car.

Chief Ed Martin mentioned that he received a letter from the County Clerk stating that Fire Trucks and Emergency Vehicles do not have to be registered.  All trucks are inspected.

Chief Ed Martin mentioned that he has two new members and would like to get two sets of gear.  Bill Wright brought in a quote from Public Safety in the amount of $904.80 each for the coat and $633 each for the pants.  A motion was made by Mr. Denton; seconded by Mr. Hathaway to purchase two sets. 
Voted All in Favor and Carried.

Ken Fenimore mentioned that Dave Dickinson was going to get a hold of the Fire Department when he starts flushing the hydrants.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM.

The next meeting will be on December 7th 2009 at 7 PM.
