Communication

Election is tomorrow night at the Town Hall from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM.  Steve Denton, Sr. is running for a term of (5) five years and Bucky (Lee) Hathaway is running for a term of (4) four years.  Linda Wolf mentioned that she has two election clerks, Linda Martin and Charlotte McGinn.  Linda Wolf said she can do the job of the election coordinator.

The website is working out well.  We have the minutes and meeting notices and bids and any other business on it.

Old Business

Fire Protec was here today to inspect the fire extinguishers.  They will be sending a recommendation by the next meeting.

The base station was installed by Wells Communication.  Chief Ed Martin mentioned that it is working good.

The workout gear has been received.  Only one set is needed right now.

Nothing has been done with the hydrants yet.  Mr. Fenimore mentioned that David Dickinson can’t get released from the Highway Department to do the water job.
Mr. Hooper mentioned that Dennis Aubin assured Mr. Hooper that the Town will have the hydrants cleaned.  
Mr. Denton mentioned that it is a summer job not a winter job.  
Mr. Hooper pointed out the fact that the Highway Department can charge the Water District.
Mr. Hooper questioned whether the town board can pass a resolution that from such a time to such a time the Water Commissioner does the Water District.  Mr. Fenimore mentioned that he is a highway employee and the Town Board can’t tell him when to do it.  The Town is looking for a Water District person.  
Mr. Hooper mentioned that the Fire District has to have a way to have this happen.

New Business

Chief Ed Martin would like to purchase ten more Streamlight Survivor batteries for the flashlights.  The number is 902338. 

Mr. Denton bought a closure for the office door.  He bought it at Curtis Lumber for $33.99.  Mr. Kurtz made a motion; seconded by Mr. Hathaway.  Voted all in favor and carried.

Mr. Hooper mentioned that he is looking for another file cabinet to store the law books.  He is trying to get one from surplus.

Bob Poitros was present from PERMA to discuss the Worker’s Compensation offered through the County’s policy.  There is  a 23% savings.  Also there were some gaps in the coverage like the employer‘s liability protection.  The cost is $13,600.  He will do a spreadsheet next week to show the differences between this policy and our current NYS policy.

Mr. Hathaway made a motion to apply the new policy as of 1/1/2010 with the option to back out by 7/1/2010; seconded by Mr. Denton, Sr.
Voted all in favor and carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:07 PM.
