February 10, 2010

Commissioner Paul Hooper called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 PM due to Chairman Jim Phillips absence.

A motion was made to pay the bills by Mr. Hathaway; seconded by Mr. Kurtz.
Voted all in favor and carried.

Communications

Secretary Linda Wolf mentioned that we received 50% payment for the Tax Levy from the Town.

Old Business

There was a discussion about the Garage Floor.  Mr. Hathaway mentioned that Chairmain Jim Phillips feels we might need an engineer to design specs. Mr. Hathaway disagrees. There will need to be a couple of more meetings until we can do a bid.  There may have to be a drain in the floor.  We should get a quote from Mark Buckley and possible two other engineers. 

Paul Hooper requested that the Secretary send a letter to Supervisor Noel Merrihew requesting that the Fire Hydrants be numbered immediately and requesting an immediate response on a completion date.  After numerous complaints we would like a completion date for lettering of hydrants.  Also flow tests should be done and made available. Mr. Fenimore asked what the relevance is for flow testing.  Mr. Martin and Mr. Hathaway explained that it helps you know how many hoses you can run off of that hydrant.  In the Fire Codes Manual for the State of NY it states that there should be written records of testing.   This is a violation of Chapter five.  Mr. Hooper mentioned that he would pursue a lawyer if necessary.  Mr. Fenimore mentioned that he has gone to the board and there is a problem with the Water Commissioner and there is nobody else interested in the job.  He admitted that he didn’t follow through, though.  It hasn’t been a priority.  The most pressing interest is keeping the water clean.

New Business

Ed Martin mentioned that Bill Wright would like to purchase seat belt cutters.  They would like 20.  Mr. Hooper agreed to 10 cutters a piece at $9.90 plus $20 for shipping.  All trucks should have them.
A motion  was made by Mr. Hathaway to purchase the Seat Belt Cutters at a cost not to exceed $150 for 10; seconded by Mr. Kurtz.
Voted and carried.

Chief Ed Martin and Jack Hanby discussed “The Fit 5”.  It is a device that lowers the temperature in a burning building form 1300 degrees to 700 degrees.  Everybody in the U.S. swears by it.  You can purchase up to five for $997 a piece or $777 for over thirty one.  Chief Ed Martin would like to see the to three officers have them.  The shelf life is ten years.

Jack Hanby mentioned that they would like to be reimbursed for gas for the three officers who drive their vehicles to the scene.  It would be approximately $4,000-$5,000 miles per person.  He is not looking at 55 cents per mile just a reimbursement of gas money.

Ed Martin mentioned that the Radio System is going ahead according to the Fire Advisory Board.   
Ed Martin mentioned that there is a lot of static in the radios that the squelch won’t eliminate.  He thinks it might be the telephone interaction.  

The meeting was adjourned at 8:20 PM.
