A motion was made to pay the bills by Mr. Hathaway; seconded by Mr. Kurtz.
Voted all in favor and carried.

Chief Ed martin mentioned that Id cards were made and we have a bill from February 2010 from Emergency Services. 
Mr. Hooper made a motion to purchase ID badges form E.C. EMS; seconded by Mr. Hathaway.

Communications

Chairman James Phillips mentioned that Ken Fenimore, the Town Liaison, resigned.  Jim mentioned that he will communicate with the Supervisor and probably go to the monthly.
Town Meetings.
Secretary Linda Wolf checked into the Fit 5 possible being reimbursed through our insurance and Steve Sawn did not hear anything about that.  He will check into it.

Chairman Jim Phillips mentioned that Highway Superintendent Dennis Aubin said that we have purchase the gas for the trucks since the audit.  Mr. Hathaway mentioned that he needs to go over the procedures for fuel and there should be an agreement. 

Old Business
Chairman Jim Phillips is still working on getting quotes for the Garage Floor.  There was a discussion about the drain.  If there is a drain it will have to be shoveled out.  He talked to Phil Moore at the Peru Fire House to get a quote.  He can hook into the existing pipe into a dry well.  

The Town has been discussing how they want to number the hydrants.  Supervisor Merrihew talked about stenciling and Town Board Council Member Joe Martin talked about a brass tag chained on.  Mr. Bucky Hathaway mentioned that the county has a sign shop so maybe the County could do some signs.

Dave Dickinson will do a flow test as soon as he has a chance.  There was a discussion about the contractor that installed the hydrants.  It seems like they would have done a flow test.  
There was a discussion in regards to the officer’s gas.  Chairman Phillips said that they should keep track of their miles from now until Fall and then the Board will look at it at budget time.
Chief Ed Martin followed through with a letter form Fire Protec in regards to signs for the fire extinguishers.  
Three line officers need to have a personal fire extinguisher at $20.60 a pierce for a total of $61.80 plus shipping.  
We also need three 2 ½ water fire extinguishers for a total of $111.95.  We need one in157, 151, and 152.  
We need five pressurized water fire extinguishers at $19.10 a piece for a total of  $57.30.
Mr. Phillips made a motion to purchase eleven fire extinguishers at $335.85 plus shipping.  Seconded by Mr. Kurtz.

New Business

Chairman James Phillips talked to Upstate Agency and they are giving a 28% dividend.  It was mentioned that we did do quotes a year ago maybe we should do another bid.

Chairman James Phillips mentioned that there is an Energy Audit for $100 that we should have done through ACAP.

The meeting was adjourned at  8:30 PM.
