Fire Protec gave us a recommendation on the fire extinguishers.  The extinguisher in #157 was out of date.  If a fire extinguishers is “before 1984” it can’t be reused.  #152 did not have an extinguisher.  It needs a 20 lb ABC and 2 1/2  lb water extinguisher.  He highly recommends to have pressurized water.  Total cost is $722.  

The hydrants were shoveled out.  Mr. Martin mentioned the hydrants aren’t numbered.  They don’t have extra hydrants on hand.  

The batteries are ordered  from Grainger for the Stream light.

Mr. Hooper is still looking for a file cabinet.

The Garage floor needs to be done.  The commissioners should meet on Saturday at 10:00 A.M. to get measurements.

New Business

Mr. Denton will be leaving for Florida and he mentioned that Bob Phinney the new maintenance person shouldn’t be responsible for checking fuel.  Mr. Martin will check  every Tuesday.

The Town is going to make the firemen have a log book for fuel.

Mr. Martin mentioned that they lost the hose bed covers on #151 and #152.  The outfit will replace them free of charge.

There is a busted window on the Garage Door. Overhead Door will need to be contacted.
